Note that her 
house is right at the southern end of Winscombe, near the church, about a mile 
from the main part of the village. You may find it helpful to enter the postcode 
into www.streetmap.co.uk. When you get to The Square, which has a signpost in 
the middle of it, you will find Edgefield on the corner with Parsons Way.
